Announcement from SC Department of Revenue:

The South Carolina Department of Revenue Appraisers Mandatory (7 Hours)
Continuing Education Course for 2020 will be offered at the CASC Conference in
Beaufort, South Carolina on October 24, 2019.

CASC decided to allow the Assessors the opportunity to register for class first

and then allow associate members the opportunity to fill the remaining seats not to
exceed 50 people. This course offering in Beaufort 1s limited to the Assessors and
Associate members who are members of CASC and are in good standing in order to
register, which means your dues are paid.

The registration form will be emailed to you later; please make sure you get it
submitted by the deadline provided on the registration form.

The 2020 DOR Course will be taught by staff of the Department. This year’s
course title is “Property Tax 101 for County Assessors and Appraisal Staff”.
